Additions and changes to the FIAS Statute, proposed at the XVI FIAS Congress (November’2005 , Astana, Kazakhstan) and approved at the XVII FIAS Congress (November’2006, Sofia, Bulgaria)

1. 1. The International Amateur Sambo Federation (self-defense without weapon) - FIAS is an international federation, governing Sambo sport worldwide. FIAS is an international association, uniting all national sambo federations of the world.   The FIAS  is established on the 14th of September’1984   in Madrid (Spain)  as a non-profit sports organization in accordance with laws of Spain. 
5.1 Any National Federation of any country  formed according to the requirements of its own country may become member of FIAS, provided that: 

- a written request is submitted, duly signed by its President and its General Secretary 
- it possesses an official attestation issued by the National Olympic Committee or the highest Sports authority of its country 
- the FIAS Affiliation form is duly completed 
- it states, in writing, its intention to abide by the FIAS Statutes and Regulations 
- it agrees to pay the dues, as determined by the FIAS financial regulations 
- it provides a written agreement to pay the FIAS fees, as per the FIAS regulations 
- it has the approval of its Continental Federation 

6. FINANCE.  The finance means of FIAS are formed by various, fees. They include:  

1. FIAS membership entry fee  

2. annual FIAS membership fee

3. various benefits fees
4. advertising  rights  for  FIAS attribute items usage 
5. permits for organizing championships, international tournaments 
6. various license fees
7. events participation registration fee  

8. penalties 

9. investments, other resources or stocks profit 
10. gifts and bequests

Except in case of flagrant error, the various dues, taxes, fees, fines and charges become the property of FIAS and shall not be reimbursed under any circumstances. 

20.1 The President of FIAS is nominated by the Executive Board of FIAS or by the Continental Federations. He is elected at a Congress by secret ballot or by open voting ( due to Congress decision), for a period of four years. 
Under natural circumstances the perennial election shall take place immediately after the presentation of the President’s report on FIAS activities and results for preceding year

The candidate to the post of President shall be a well known figure in the Sambo world, have been President of a National Federation for at least four years or have four year of experience as Vice-President, General Secretary or Commission Chairman. In the absence of such a candidate, the Executive Board decides itself. 

The elections shall be  valid in case of  absolute majority of votes. If no candidate obtains the absolute majority of votes, additional voting shall take place for the two candidates having obtained the greatest number of votes.

The active FIAS President may be re-elected for the next term, but he shall not occupy this position for more than 2 terms consecutively.       

20.5. The FIAS President may  combine his FIAS presidency only with one high ranking position at any national or continental sambo federation, and no more.
